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Proposed Wild Flower border in Napier Road.
Horndean Biodiversity Group and Horndean Parish Council are producing a Biodiversity Action Plan (BAP) for Horndean Parish. The Parish needs to have a BAP to obtain certain types of funding for maintaining and improving open spaces.
The objectives for the BAP include recording wildlife and habitats within the parish and raising awareness of the natural environment. Concerns raised include the limited numbers of species such as butterflies, bumble bees, Honey Bees and small garden birds in parts of the urban area and the consequential effect on pollination. 
Horndean Biodiversity Group is investigating options for improvement including tree planting and sowing wildflower strips in suitable sites.
Napier Road has a narrow wild flower border along the base of the hedge next to Portsmouth Road. The aim is to widen this border to 4m and use it as a trial for establishing similar wild flower borders. In 2012 action will be limited to marking out a strip but not mowing it, monitoring the species of flowers and wildlife and strimming the strip in October when some reseeding may be undertaken. In addition to increasing the number of species, the wild flower border should extend the period during which there are flowers in Napier Road.

East Hampshire District Council, who owns the site, has been consulted and has agreed to the Wild flower border being established.
